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Every word in English can be classified as one of eight parts of speech. The term part of
speech refers to the role a word plays in a sentence. And like in any workplace or on any TV

show with an ensemble cast, these roles were designed to work together.
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1. Nouns: slew!

A noun is a word that names a person, place, concept, or object. Basically, anything
that names a “thing” is a noun, whether you’re talking about a basketball court, San
Francisco, Cleopatra, or self-preservation. Nouns fall into two categories: common
nouns and proper nouns. Common nouns are general names for things, like planet and

game show. Proper nouns are names or titles for specific things, like Jupiter.
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2. Pronouns : slazll

Pronouns are words you substitute for specific nouns when the reader or listener

already knows which specific noun you’re referring to. You might say, “Jennifer was
supposed to be here at eight,” then follow it with “She’s always late; next time I’ll tell
her to be here a half hour earlier. “Instead of saying Jennifer’s name three times in a

row, you substituted she and her, and your sentences remained grammatically correct.

3. Adjectives : Dlaall

Adjectives are the words that describe nouns. Think about your favorite movie. How would
you describe it to a fiiend who’s never seen it? You might say the movie was funny,
engaging, well-written, or suspenseful. When you’re describing the movie with these
words, you’re using adjectives. An adjective can go right before the noun it’s describing (“I
have a black dog”), but it doesn’t have to. Sometimes, adjectives are at the end of a
sentence (“My dog is black”).
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4. Verbs : Jady!

Go! Be amazing! Run as fast as you can! Win the race! Those bolded words are verbs.

Verbs are words that describe specific actions, like running, winning, and being amazing.
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Today is a sunny day. The sky is blue and there are some white clouds. The sun
Is shining brightly and the birds are singing. The temperature is 25 degrees

Celsius and there is a gentle breeze.
